FY 09 Achievement

· How best is it to communicate through NOAA and through the IOOS Regions the successes made by the RDI Team?

· What are the key points that need to be broadcast?

· The key points to broadcast are the “new” capabilities that exist – the implemented Webservices in the IOOS Regions and the collaboration by the regions and the NOAA IOOS Office.
12 DMAC Functional Components and FY10 Activities 

· The 12 DMAC Components were developed in a budget exercise, synthesized from a variety of past documents.  The list was not fiscally constrained.  The list of DMAC components were presented to the RA Workshop in Seattle, WA.  The idea of prototyping a component on the list in one or two regions was discussed and well-received.  
· Identifying what to do is a challenge and will take time to develop.  
· A regional workshop is in the plan for FY10 and the DMAC components will almost certainly be a topic on the agenda.  
· However, it was pointed out that much of what Regions have accomplished has been done voluntarily, without dedicated funding.  Acquiring data streams – long-time series data is a high priority as is resolving the SOS-type issues.  
· Coordination on the global-coastal interface is a high needs areas that the RAs can lead.  However, the requirement to resolve/solve such a problem requires more than a voluntary effort.  The models involved are not well integrated at the data level and may involve a learning curve for on the DMAC-side to become more entrained with related modeling issues.  
· From regional perspective, they may be better served by starting with an activity such as registry development that is closely linked to data integration.  Taking a simple approach, initially, an over lay can be developed quickly, and then more substantial features built on top. 
· An observation viewer/ “dots on the map” program is a critical development that needs to occur.  
· IOOS Portal?  This would fall to the IOOS Program, but what role do the regions have, beyond just providing data?  What is the usefulness of a “National” Portal to the regional community?  
NDBC site visit to NOAA Fisheries Woods Hole Laboratory
· Eric Bridger reported the NDBC site visit to the NOAA Woods Hole Laboratory was successful.  NDBC worked with Jim Manning to install and configure an SOS server.  They worked with bottom water data collected as part of the Environmental Monitoring On Lobster Traps (EMOLT) Project.
